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Fresh Flowers: bring in bouquets of seasonal flowers like tulips, lilacs, or
peonies, which will add a natural fragrance to your home.

Fresh Spring Air: open the windows to bring in fresh air into your home
and clear any stale air. ¥
Scented Candles: pick your favorite spring-scented candles (e.g., citrus,
lavender, fresh linen, eucalyptus) for the home.

Rosemary: simmer fresh rosemary in water.

Citrus & Mint: simmer lemon or orange slices with fresh mint sprigs in
water.

Vanilla: simmer a pot of water with a few drops of vanilla extract.
Citrus & Basil: simmer grapefruit or orange slices with fresh basil leaves
in water.

Lavender: add lavender sachets to your closet and drawers.

Oil Diffusers: try different spring-scented blends such as lemon &
peppermint, lavender & eucalyptus, or orange & mint.

Scented Room Spray: use a store-bought or DIY room spray (e.g.,
lavender, eucalyptus, citrus).

Air Purifier: use an air purifier with a carbon filter to absorb odors.
Scented Dryer Sheets: use spring-scented dryer sheets (e.g., lavender,
rose).

Fridge Deodorizer: add a fridge odor absorber or a small bowl of baking
soda to your fridge.

Clean: clean regularly, including soft surfaces like couches, blankets, and

curtains, which often absorb and hold odors over time.
